Lydia is a non-profit organization located in Johnsonville, SC with easy accessibility to seven counties within the Pee Dee Area. It is our vision to change the lives of women and children who are victims of Domestic Abuse who have been abandoned by the system and change their lives from the place of desolation to the place of destiny.

1. I attended the SC Historic Preservation in Columbia. I made some good contacts and there were several good resources at the meeting. One of the topics was preserving old buildings and they also discussed the possibility of grants to help with these types of buildings.
