3. Suresh Tiwari, Ed Bethea, Nick Lyerly from Florence Darlington Tec discussed offering classes in the Johnsonville area. They met with Mr. Smiley from Johnsonville School District Five to discuss evening classes being offered at Johnsonville High School.
4. Mr. Lou Palmer the Chair of Long Term Recovery discussed the progress after the October 2015 floods and asked the council to consider proclamations for several of the groups who helped in the time of need to be presented at the Oct. 8th celebration to be held at Venters Landing.

NEW BUSINESS:

Motion was made by Council Member Dukes and a second was received to approve    Resolution for a grant submittal to Municipal Association of South Carolina for $25,000.00 with a 5% city match of in kind service for professional services to develop Economic Development master plan for down town.

Motion was made by Council Member Dukes and a second received to approve Resolution for addendum change to Ordinance 2016-3 agreement with Duke Energy Progress for funding of relocating above ground utility power lines to underground.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Council Member Dukes and a second received to approve Resolution to temporarily waive Ordinance 20 Streets and Sidewalks Section 20.21 and Section 20.22 requirements for the Chamber of Commerce sponsored 65 Mile Yard Sale on October 7th and 8th, 2016. Motion carried unanimously.

· Talked to Mindy Taylor, Duke Energy Progress about underground utilities, including cost – 5 years worth of funding from Duke is set aside (approximately $9400.00 per year or $47,000), this is a 50/50 split for projects.

· Looking at Economic Development opportunities – discussed with Kim Gardner

· Getting some upgrades done at Artisan Outpost and also will be doing some upgrades at the Community Center.

· Looking at other grant opportunities- waiting on approval from SC Secretary of State for 501C (3) Non-profit Parks Foundation for grant opportunities and other funding sources..
